Responsiblities of Dog Walkers

Dog walkers must pick up after their dog no matter
where they are! Don't leave home without bags to
pick up after your dog, and dispose of bags properly.
It's the law - By-law No. 34-32.

Show respect for other park users, and be
responsible for your dog’s behaviour. Other dogs
and people may not appreciate your dog’s attention.

Be cautious about bringing your dog's toy to the
dog park. Other dogs may try to take it, causing an
unwelcome confrontation.

Carry a leash at all times, and muzzle aggressive
dogs. In off-leash areas, if your dog becomes unruly
or plays rough, leash it and leave immediately.

License your Dog

Dogs living within the City limits must be licensed
By-law officers and parks staff monitor our outdoor
spaces to ensure that regulations are followed.
By-law officers have the power to fine dog owners for
disobeying regulations. {( .
