Wade moved to Kamloops in 1895 and sat up his office as an ear, eye,
nose and throat specialist opprosite the Dominion Hotel, His increasing
interest ip newspaper work gradually resulted in partial discontinuance
of actual medical work,

Wade became the editor of the Kamlocops Inland Sentinel ih 1898, The
owner wss F.J. Deane, the MPP for Kamloops. Appointing Wade a= editor
gave Deane freedom for his political activities in vicﬁﬁria and in his
home riding, Since both men were ardent Liberals, the paper had dkfinate
Iiberal views,

Also in 1898 he was appofnted the Provincial Home and Jail doctor,
the following year the coroner and in 1900 he w:s elected the vice presi-

- dent of the Kamloops Liberal Association.
